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Introduction

In accordance with the South Carolina Administrative Procedures Act, the Department of Health
and Environmental Control (“DHEC” or “Department”) promulgates new regulations and amends
and repeals existing regulations as necessary to execute policy passed by the South Carolina
General Assembly. S.C. Code Sections 1-23-10 et seq. If a statute does not require accompanying
regulation(s) and is self-executing, the Department generally refrains from promulgating a
regulation. Furthermore, the Department does not promulgate regulations that conflict with or
exceed its authority as enumerated in governing law.

The Department’s promulgation year follows the legislative fiscal year.
The following regulatory activities occurred from July 1, 2017, through June 30, 2018.
